the few buildings that spot INK island include the ferry station, cafe, lighthouse/bathouse, and the chapel.
each of the buildings represent a specific manipulation of the overlying path; they are integrated to this path as op-
posed to being separate constructions.

the ferry station expresses the nudging of the ferry into the port, creating a buldge in the path. the crossing of paths at
the cafe forms a knot, and the moonlit chapel, overlooking the waterbound cemetary, expresses a sudden disconnect

that references the bounds of life and death.

the chapel, which overlooks the cemetary, expresses the concept of duality and flow. it is without a solid path, but the LED lights
on the trees creates a temporary path to guide visitors. as one traverses through the trees, the realization that one is on a build-
ing only occurs at the sudden threshold: the cliff above the waters. one then descends into the chapel, which, referencing the
rippling lake, is partitioned by a soft wave. the climax is the framed view of the cemetary and the moon;

a visual connection to the memory of the dead.
